Warm Up to Wine on Ice – January 27-28, 2012:  we’re kicking out the hockey team and taking over the 
ice rink at First Arena with wine tastings from more than 35 regional wineries.  Sample the fruit of the 
vine, shop local unique vendors, and enjoy entertainment throughout both days of the event.  Absolutely

Cabin Fever – February 10, 2012:  Wine tasting and great food, live entertainment, and great deals in 
Corning’s Gaffer District.  Enjoy the walk-able 6-blocks of unique stores, antique shops, and restaurants.
